	L.O to use a dictionary effectively.
	Before starting this week’s lesson please have a go at the Modal Verbs mini test.

You will need a dictionary for today’s lesson as we are going to be honing (improving) our dictionary skills.  Go through the PowerPoint which gives you useful information on how to effectively look words up in a dictionary – remember a lot of words have more than one meaning – and then look at the tasks and choose what you’d like to do.

It’s really important to remember that words in a dictionary are in alphabetical order, e.g. if you are looking up the meaning of surreptitious you would first go to ‘s’ and then as the next letter is ‘u’ you should start looking near the end of the ‘s’ section. It will take you much longer if you start searching at the beginning of the ‘s’ section as all those words will begin with ‘sa’ then ‘sb’ then ‘sc’ and so on, so because surreptitious starts ‘su’ you should begin your search towards the end of the ‘s’ section of words.  Have a go as a warm up – surreptitious is such a great word!

Some of you found question 23 in Book E from last week a bit tricky:
¾ x 5
If you set it out as: 

¾ x 5/1 you can then work it out by multiplying the numerators together 3 x 5 = 15
And the denominators together 4 x 1 = 4, and then your answer is 15/4.
You can then turn this improper fraction into a mixed number by finding out how many times 4 goes into 15 (which is 3) with a remainder 3 (which becomes the numerator), and this gives you the answer 3 ¾. You will still get a mark if you leave it as an improper fraction as the question doesn’t specify how to show the answer  

When you’ve finished have a break and then go on to Doodle maths or Hit the Button for a maths ‘cool down’.
