	L.O to be able to use dashes to show parenthesis.
	This week we are staying with the learning objective of punctuating Parenthesis, but this time we are looking at how dashes are used instead of brackets.  As we learnt last week, parenthesis is the grammatical word used for when extra information is added to a sentence.  It can be used to give more context to a sentence, such as time, how something is done (manner), or place, or it can be used to give extra emphasis or importance to a sentence to really draw the reader’s attention to something.  
The one key difference is that brackets always come in pairs, whereas dashes can sometimes be used just once if the parenthesis comes at the end of the sentence e.g.

That was the best meal of my life – I’ve never eaten so much!
The first part That was the best meal of my life makes perfect sense on its own, the parenthesis after the dash gives the extra information - I’ve never eaten so much! 
Note there is no second dash after much. 
Please go through the attached PowerPoint called ‘Using Dashes to indicate Parenthesis’ – read each slide carefully, and then have a go at the quiz (in the same Powerpoint).

Remember the key to knowing which part is the extra information, i.e. the parenthesis, is if you took the extra information out of the sentence, the sentence would still make sense.  And it’s useful to use dashes to draw the reader to an important piece of information. 



	Please choose the activity that you feel challenges you form the Consolidating Dashes Activity Sheet.  If you can print the worksheets then you just need to mark where you think the dashes should go, otherwise write the sentences on paper and insert the dashes.

You can check your work with answers on the last page – no sneaking a peak until you’re finished please.

Challenge: create your own sentences using dashes for parenthesis.
