	L.O to be able to use brackets to show parenthesis.
	This lesson is an introduction to parenthesis, which is simply the grammatical word used for the extra information that is added into a sentence.  There are several forms of punctuation that can be used when adding parenthesis, this week is focusing on brackets.

Please go through the attached PowerPoint called ‘Using Brackets for Parenthesis PowerPoint 1’ noting where and why the extra information has been inserted, and how the brackets have been used to mark it.  (There is a voice tutorial on the first slide)

The key to knowing which part is the extra information, i.e. the parenthesis, is if you took the extra information out of the sentence, the sentence would still make sense.

e.g. The delicious pizza (which had extra cheese on top) was eaten greedily by the hungry child.

(which had extra cheese on top) is the parenthesis. 
‘The delicious pizza was eaten greedily by the hungry child’ is the main part of the sentence and makes sense without the parenthesis. 

When the activities are completed have a go at the Brackets for Parenthesis Quiz and see how you get on, and if you want more work have a go at the Spring Activity mat 1
