	Task 1: Read the Five Palms Advertisement and answer the questions. This will help to give you a better understanding of some ways in which a text can be written to persuade the reader.

Task 2: (Optional)
Complete the comparatives and superlatives worksheet 4 provided. This will enable you to practice correctly spelling comparatives and superlatives made from root adjectives which have a short vowel sound. For these adjectives, the final consonant is doubled before the suffix is added. 

Task 3:
Complete a spelling test for your current spelling list using Spellingframe (or ask an adult to test you). Begin to practice the new spellings (in today’s pack) for your group.
