Year 1 Summer Term Newsletter

Welcome back fo the Summer term.

Litera CVY.: This term, we will be reading *Handa’s Surprise’ and will be describing the

sefting using adjectives, metaphors and similes. The children will also write their own non-
fiction books about arthropods, with a focus on a factual style of writing, labels and captions.
Towards the end of the first ferm, the children will be learning about castles and writing for
different purposes. The children will be exploring a range of poems, searching for rhyming
words and dlliteration. They will also write their own poems with a focus on using adjectives.
Towards the end of the Summer term, the children will be reading a range of fraditional tales,
comparing the setfings, events and characters of each. They will then plan, write, and edit
their own fraditional tale.

MOThS: This term we will be revising counting in 2s, 5s, and 10s when counting large

amounts. The children will be encouraged to use these skills to solve simple, multiplication
word problems. We will once again revisit solving division word problems, drawing pictures to
help us solve them. The children will be measuring in centimetres and weighing various
classroom objects. As always, we will continue adding and subtracting, both mentally and
using writfen methods. We will also apply these same skills when working with money.

GeogrO phy This term, we are learning about the weather in England and will

compare the weather we experience to the weather in contrasting countries. We will link
what we have learnt about seasonal change to the changes in weather and will also discuss
how typical, seasonal patterns are changing and why this may be. We will also be looking at
what we can do to take care of our planet.

HISTory: This term, we are learning about the lives of Queen Elizabeth |, Queen Victoria

and Queen Elizabeth Il. We will learn about what their lives were like during these periods of
fime and their greatest achievements. We will compare these three time periods and find out
if there are any similarities between them. We will also explore the biggest changes
throughout these periods of time.

RE: This half term, the children will be learning about Judaism. They will learn about the

celebrations of Hanukkah and Shabbat and its’ significance to Jewish people. We will also
draw comparisons between the Jewish and Christian faith with regards to celebrations and
the significance of particular days of the week.

Science: this term, the children will be learning about the seasons of Spring and

Summer. They will be observing, discussing and recording the changes they find in relation to
plants, animals and the weather. Towards the end of the term, the children will be learning
about different materials, drawing comparisons between them and their uses, as well as
planning and conducting investigations.
