Green and Yellow group: Use their knowledge of place value to find the missing numbers in each hundred square segment. 

Red and Blue: Use their knowledge of place value (and the 100 square provided) to find the missing numbers in each hundred square segment. 

Orange: Use their knowledge of place value and the few numbers provided to work out the missing numbers in each hundred square segment.
