	We are learning to…
Retell the story ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’

 

	In the ‘Writing’ folder, you will find the story ‘Jack and the Beanstalk’. The children are familiar with this story but I think it would be a good opportunity for you to read it with them. 

On a piece of plain paper, please draw the following shape. It is a story path. The children are familiar with this and are encouraged to retell the story first, by drawing pictures. These pictures then act as an aide when writing the story in full. 

 

	I would like the children to retell the story. They can retell it initially by drawing pictures on the story path, however some children may be happier to write the story in full straight away.  


	Maths
	We are learning to…
To understand how to solve inverse calculations.  

	Inverse calculations are something that we touched on in the Autumn term. Inverse is essentially the understanding that the same set of numbers that form an addition calculation, can be used to create a subtraction calculation. However, the numbers need to be moved around in order for the number sentence to be correct. We will use 4, 6 and 10 to explain this. 
Eg. 

4 + 6 = 10
6 + 4 = 10

With the addition calculations, it does not matter which way round the numbers go, the answer is always the same. 

We can use these same numbers to create subtraction calculations. 
Eg. 
10 – 6 = 4
10 – 4 = 6

We have used the same numbers but can see that out of the numbers 4, 6 and 10, the largest number has to be placed first in the subtraction calculation in order for it to be correct. 

Green and Yellow: Their task does not involve inverse calculations but requires them to solve addition and subtraction calculations. 

Red and Blue: Solve inverse calculations. Please use pages 1 and 3 only. 

Orange: Please solve the inverse calculations.
