	Remind children of o’clock that they learnt last week. Using the clock template draw a line on the clock showing it cut in half. Move the long minute hand around the clock to the 6 and explain that it is now half past the hour. (when first learning half past, we encourage the children to make the o’clock first then move the hand half way around the clock) 
Using the clocks they have made ask the children to show you different half past times. 
Play whats the time mr wolf with children reading different o’clcok times and half past times when they are the wolf
