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Maths:

This term we wiill be exploring different sorting rules, comparing amounts, size, mass and capacity.
Discussing and making simple repeating patterns, beginning to look at composition and subitising
and discussing the properties of shapes. We will be 1:1 counting and linking this to numbers. We will
be singing number rhymes to help children to understand the concept of a number.
