  The metric system is used to measure the length, weight or volume of an object. Length is measured in millimetres (mm), centimetres (cm), metres (m) or kilometres (km).
· 1 cm = 10 mm
· 1 m = 100 cm
· 1 km = 1000 m
· 1 cm is about the width of a staple
1 m is about the width of a single bed

Remember 1km =1000m 
If you are converting km into m you times by 1000. 
If you are converting m into km you divide by 1000
