Should Gold E. Locks Be Gaoled?

They also argue that if Miss Locks is dealt with lightly then it will only encourage others to break the law. Furthermore, they suggest that a spell in gaol would provide an opportunity for this girl to receive education so that she can support herself in the future. Finally, they state that the local area is suffering from a rash of homelessness – from vagrant pigs to others seeking their fortune. This should not be seen as an excuse for robbery.

Having viewed the matter with some care, the Nursery Times believes that Miss Gold E. Locks should be given a chance to put her life on a new footing. She has expressed her sorrow at the damage she has caused. A fitting punishment would be community service plus compulsory attendance at an ‘assertiveness for the homeless’ course so she can grow in confidence and discover how to get a job to pay her way.
