Subtraction word problems

LO: solve the sums using column method. 

1. There are 33 children in a ‘Key worker’ school. One day, 20 children turn up to school. How many children were away that day?

2. Mrs S. has  75  pencils. She gives 24 out during the day. How many does she have left?

3. Tom bought a drink for 50p. he paid with three 20p’s . How much change did he get?

4. Callan has 676 rare stamps. He gives 335 of them to his sister. How many stamps are left?

5. Miss Green and Mrs S have 259 books to mark! Mrs S marks 123 of them. How many are left for Miss Green?

6. Miss Phillips  has 864 spots on her pyjamas ( we know because we counted them!) She puts her PJs in the wash and 334 of the spots  disappear! How many spots are left?
